Church Re-ordering 
6 potential contractors for the re-ordering of the church have been invited 
to submit tenders, and the date for formally opening them was Friday 20th 
January. The tenders are being carefully evaluated, with particular 
reference to the quality of tender and competence of the potential 
successful contractor, and also the cost and timescale on which they would 
plan to do the job. 
 

It is to be expected that work will commence sometime in February, with 
completion targeted for the end of April. The key features of the work 
remain unchanged – replacement of pews by chairs, installation of under-
floor heating, a larger kitchen with direct server into the church as well as 
the Narthex, an AV desk with more space for AV operators, retention of an 
accessible toilet in the Narthex (where the kitchen is now situated) and a 
folding screen between the sanctuary and Narthex.   

Plans are also well advanced to develop and improve the AV system, and 
the re-ordering is designed to facilitate this (although it may follow a little 
later).
